For Support within the Church Family

Information gathering
from many sources such as The Church Visitors, the bible study groups, prayer groups,
youth groups, CE, Kids Faith, Open Door, breakfast groups, the Minister

One single point of contact
one mobile number to gather information and to organise groups specific tasks of work

Identifying groups that need support
Sick in hospital ( short and long-term), Sick at home ( short and long-term), the elderly (who
don’t have any support, who have some support), Needing comfort ( experiencing a loss,
+), struggling with time overload (carers at home, young moms at home, +), struggling with
personal problem ( families in trouble, people with specific issues ), children, teens, those
with mental health issues

Identifying groups that could be drawn into the family more
Don’t attend church often, Visitors, those who have withdrawn

Supporting RUOK in prayer
Set up a support prayer group

Everyone is In
Every name on the Church register is in the hat as a receiver, and those who offer their
names and mobile numbers to help spread the love become givers. The aim is to convert
every name into a giver, and for every giver to receive when they need it.

... as a mechanism to support a lifestyle of serving each other in God’s family at
Dundrum Methodist Church...

The mobile number will take requests from anybody for help of any kind.

This mechanism does not replace or interfere with any of the existing networks of
care and sharing of love that already exist in our Church right now. It simply offers
an additional platform of support to the church family, and especially to groups or
areas that might not have any comprehensive support at the moment.

The mechanism will send out these requests for help to the database of those who
have offered their mobile numbers and/or email addresses to the RUOK database
as givers. If the giver feels moved to respond to any of the help requests then they
reply to RUOK and action plans are put in place for them to offer their services to the
needs of that request.

RUOK is not a group of people. It is a mechanism for any of us to use at any time to
help and support each other in our Christian walk through the struggles of this life as
part of God’s family. If you become a giver, you can choose to give if and whenever
you want, or not.

RUOK aims to consciously seek out areas within our church family that currently
have no support, as well as to improve our support for each other in areas where
help and service is offered sometimes but not always.

Sometimes we are not good at asking for help when we are struggling, but RUOK
hopes to support and develop an attitude of observing and listening to each other, so
that when we see others struggling, we respond by looking to the gifts and services
that our church family has on offer that can support this situation, and carry the load
together.



Areas of pastoral service that RUOK hopes to systematically target in the first
instance are:

o Visits to the sick — in hospital or at home

o Support to the elderly with visits , meals etc
o Comfort to those in trouble

o Provision for urgent needs

RUOK is an ideal with the potential to grow into anything that God wills, if only we
will offer our hands and feet, our time and our gifts for Him to use. If you would like
to offer your name to the RUOK database as a giver please send your mobile
number to the RUOK contact mobile given above.
